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When is it?

21 September 2012 is European Cooperation Day. But events can take place any time during the week of 17-23 September and beyond.

Every ETC, IPA CBC and ENPI CBC programme and project is encouraged to join European Cooperation Day. Participation is of course voluntary, but the more programmes and projects that participate, the more successful European Cooperation Day will be. So far, over 65 programmes are onboard!
